To receive and determine the Town Clerk’s confidential report (copy enclosed)
following the proposed closure of the centre during the winter season due to a
drop in income generated by the TIC since a number of companies have taken
their ticket sales in-house, despite footfall remaining high.

Members were in agreement that the TIC was important for Rhyl, which was
evidenced by the 11,000 visit footfall from October to March 2022/23, and would
like to see the centre open this winter.

(E7,500) in the hope that they can secure funding for the remaining £7,500 from
other funding sources.
